According to the Cherry Hill Police Department, an attempted abduction of a young girl occurred at 4:41 pm Wednesday, September 20, on the grounds of the Waterford Apartments complex at 100 Park Blvd. in Cherry Hill. The girl ran away from the suspect and reported the incident to her mother. She was not injured.
The suspect is described as a Hispanic male 5' 7" tall weighing approximately 160 to 180 lbs., with a chunky build, brown eyes medium complexion in his late 30's. He was wearing a blue baseball cap with a white logo, dark gray jacket or hooded sweatshirt with the words "Sean Jean" in large blue letters written on the front of the shirt. The suspect was also wearing dark blue colored knee length shorts and black colored boots. The police prepared a composite drawing of the suspect, which is shown below.
The Cherry Hill Police Department is aggressively investigating the incident and working closely with the school district's Security Office to implement safety measures for students as they walk to and from school and bus stops.
As a precautionary measure, we’ve asked our teachers to review the following safety tips and encourage you to reinforce them at home: 
 Don’t talk to strangers. 
 Never approach a stranger who calls you over, whether he or she is on foot or in a car. Make a mental note as to the physical description of the stranger and/or the vehicle.
 If a stranger follows you, run toward home or school, to a neighbor’s home, or notify the school bus driver if a school bus is in close proximity. 
 Remember that there is safety in numbers. Whenever possible, walk with friends or in a group to and from bus stops or school. 
 Always report suspicious incidents of this nature to parents/guardians, police, and school staff.
