Cherry Hill school board to vote on lease of fields

The school board will hold a special meeting tonight, 7 p.m., at Malberg Administration Building, 45 Ranoldo Terrace, to vote on renewing a lease agreement with the township for fields used by Cherry Hill Midget Football League.

The board is expected to approve a five-year lease, retroactive to July 1, for $1. The field complex, which includes two fields and parking, is behind Cherry Hill High School West in the Locustwood section.

Residents adjacent to the field have been unhappy with conditions when the league uses the complex, including noise and lights shining into their homes. Some have urged the board to reconsider leasing the field to the township.
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
