Cherry Hill board OKs administration changes

The school board has approved Neil Burti as principal of the district's alternative high school.

Burti, who was an assistant principal at Carusi Middle School since April 2005, will earn $108,340 a year, prorated from Tuesday's appointment.

Burti joined the district in 2002 as a physical education teacher at Beck Middle School.

The board also approved moving Assistant Principal JoAnn DiGiacomo from Beck Middle School to Cherry Hill West at a prorated $106,700, Assistant Principal Albert Morales from West to Beck at $100,794, and Assistant Principal Joseph Akinskas from West to Carusi Middle School at $126,619.
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
