Teachers in Cherry Hill to work without contract

Teachers will start school Thursday without a new contract.

After a mediation session between the district and the Cherry Hill Education Association ended in a stalemate Thursday, a state-appointed mediator is recommending the parties go to fact-finding, the next stage in the negotiation process.

In the meantime, the union's 1,200 teachers, secretaries and support staff will work under the terms of a three-year pact that expired June 30.

Sticking points are health benefits and salaries, association President Martin Sharofsky said.
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
