CHERRY HILL -- The board of education is seeking community members to serve on an Ad Hoc Facilities Advisory Steering Committee to assess needs, consider options, and guide community discussions regarding the next phase of facility improvements for the district.

In June, the administration unveiled three concepts that could define how the school district looks in the future. 

One calls for renovating and modernizing existing structures within the existing footprint. 

Another would add large additions for physical education and lunches, freeing elementary all-purpose rooms to become media centers or for other uses. 

A third would consolidate schools into several campuses, including one for middle schools and one for high schools.

Any plan would be funded through a bond referendum.
