Cherry Hill residents oppose move of office

About 16 Cherry Hill residents attended Thursday's Camden County freeholders meeting to present an open letter opposing the county's decision to move a probation office into a Cherry Hill office complex.

They are concerned with the office's proximity to a residential neighborhood and park.

Freeholder-Director Louis Cappelli Jr. called the project safe and said county sheriff's officers would monitor the outside.

About 12 probation officers attended the meeting to support the move. They now work in the deteriorated Parkade building in downtown Camden.

"I would never support something if I believed it would jeopardize my hometown," said Peter Tortoreto, a Cherry Hill resident and probation officer.

The Cherry Hill opponents vowed to continue their fight.

They will picket from 3-6 p.m. today outside the office complex at Route 70 and Cuthbert Boulevard.
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
