Rumors of gangs at malls untrue, prosecutor says

Authorities on Friday tried to stamp out a recurring rumor of gang activity at local malls.

The claims, which focus particularly on the Cherry Hill Mall, are untrue, said the Camden County Prosecutor's Office.

The rumors, which typically spread through e-mails, contend malls are the site of gang violence and initiation activities. But the prosecutor's office said its investigators found no evidence to support the claims.

It said similar "urban myths" are circulating across the nation.
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
