School board member named in Cherry Hill
The school board appointed Kathy Judge to fill the unexpired term of former member Mark Trentacoste, who unexpectedly resigned shortly after last month's school elections.
The vote Tuesday night was 8-0. The three-year term expires next April.
Judge has been a township resident since 1999, has worked in a variety of hospital administrator roles and has served as president of the Bret Harte PTA.
The school board also appointed Beth Anne Kob to succeed Terrence Malone as principal at Woodcrest Elementary School and Kwame Morton to replace Broderick Boxley, who is taking a leave of absence from serving as principal at Joyce Kilmer Elementary School.
Kob, who will be paid $137,000 a year, comes to Cherry Hill from the Tredyffrin/Easttown district in Berwyn, Pa., where she was an elementary school principal.
Morton will be paid $117,000 annually and is now principal at Philadelphia's Frederick Douglass Elementary School.
